CONTEST GUIDELINES:

The designer or design team shall consist of at least one student of agricultural
engineering.
The design topic shall cover any of the following fields:

o Renewable energy

o Biofuels (e.g. jatropha processing facility/system)

o Waste management (e.g. shredder, composters, compactors, etc.)

o Computer software/machine vision/robots
Shall be newly developed (neither patented nor commercialized).
Shall have the potential for broad impact on an application area or on the industries
served by the engineering of energy and environment
Shall be deemed by the PSAE Selection Committee to be a worthwhile contribution to
advancing engineering in energy and environment
May be either an entire machine or system or the most innovative component of it - NOT
BOTH. Any attachment that is designed specifically for use with a machine and
introduced with it is considered part of the basic machine system.
A functional or working prototype shall be displayed and demonstrated at the 58" PSAE
National Annual Convention and 6" International Agricultural Exhibition at the College
of Engineering and Agro-Industrial Technology, UP Los Bafios, on 21-25 April 2008
Entries not meeting any of these guidelines shall be disqualified.

(You may only
enter an entire machine or system, or the most innovative component of it — not both.
Only one component per machine may be submitted. Any attachment that is designed
specifically for use with a machine and introduced with it is considered part of the basic
machine system).

Is the product an application of new technology or a new, innovative application of
existing technology? Explain why it is considered new technology or what makes the
application of old technology innovative. To qualify it must be new to the industry, not
just new to your company.

Why is this product a worthwhile contribution to advancing engineering in energy and
environment? Be as specific as possible. (Provide quantitative physical data or
comparisons that prove the advantages of this new product over existing technology.
Words like bigger, better, wider, faster, or more productive are not sufficient. Lack of
proper information will lower your score.)

What special engineering techniques were used to develop this product and how did they
help?

What markets or industries will benefit from this development and how will they benefit?

Award decisions will be made on 21-25 April 2008 at the 58" National Annual
Convention and 6™ International Agricultural Exhibition, College of Engineering and Agro-
Industrial Technology (CEAT), UP Los Bafnos. Applicants will be notified of the results.
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Paper Format for the Discussion Paper and Publication in PSAE JOURNAL

This should contain a discussion of work completed on a particular assistive technology aid,
device, or rehabilitation technology system. The following order of headings is suggested:
Abstract, Background, Statement of the Problem, Rationale, Design, Development, Evaluation,
Discussion, References, and Acknowledgements.

Formatting Guidelines

The following guidelines provide basic information about format and style for discussion papers.
Authors should refer to accepted style guides for additional assistance.
Overall length: Maximum five pages: minimum two pages
(This does not include Attachment A — Author Agreement or graphic attachments)
Columns: Single column throughout paper
Font: Times, Times New Roman or CG Times
Font Size: 12
Line Spacing: Single
Margins: Left and right: 0.90”
Bottom: 1.00”
Top: 17 top margin to Title (page 1 only)
1 top margin to text (pages 2, 3, etc.)

General Style Guidelines

Title: Capitalize all letters and center-text. An abbreviated title in caps should be placed on the
second, third, etc., pages aligned at the top, flush left on the page.

Authors: Use Initial capitals to indicate authors’ names and affiliation (all center-justified). List
complete address of the first author at the end of the paper.

Abstract: This should be a short (less than 150 words) summary of the overall paper.

Headings: Major headings should appear in ALL CAPS. Sub-headings should use initial capitals
and be italicized or underlined.

Header: Shortened paper title, ALL CAPS, flush-left for pages 2, 3, etc.

References: Within the narrative of the paper, references should be indicated with parenthetical
numerals [(1), (2), (3), and so on] and numbered consecutively. A bibliographic listing of all
references should appear at the end of the paper. The references should be listed in the numeric
order that corresponds to the narrative.



References should be formatted according to APA style.

EXAMPLES:

Reference for a Journal Article:

Kohn, J. G., Le Blanc, M., & Mortola, P. (1994). Measuring quality of technology:
Results of a prospective monitoring program. Assistive Technology, 6, 120-125.

Reference for a Book:
Fraser, B. A., Hensinger, R. N., & Phelps, J. A. (1990). Physical management of multiple
handicaps (2nd ed.). Baltimore, MD: Paul H. Brookes.

Graphics: Whenever possible, graphics (charts, figures, etc.) should be embedded in their proper
locations within the paper. You may wrap text around graphics and tables to conserve space. If
graphics cannot be embedded into the paper, they may be saved in a .gif or .jpg format and
included as separate files. Graphics should be properly sized and text should be formatted with
enough space to accept the graphic.

Alternative Text: Graphics in all formats are inaccessible to a person with a visual deficit. We
require an alternative text description of any graphics and any equations. Please include a text
description for each graphic in your paper. Submit these either as a separate file from the paper,
or add the clearly labeled text, on a separate page, at the end of the paper. This extra page will
not count as part of the 5-page limit.

File Format

The standard file format for all discussion paper submissions is a Word® document. Device
drawings and/or electronic photos of the system/device should be embedded into the paper, if
possible. If graphics are not embedded into the paper but provided as (a) separate file(s), please
indicate where each graphic should be placed within the paper. Video clips are encouraged and
will be accepted.

If you are submitting more than one paper, submit each paper separately. Include the following
information in the body of the e-mail message:

* Title of paper

The e-mail message should contain one file for the completed paper and (a) graphic file(s) for
figures and illustrations not embedded in the paper. If you are submitting more than one entry,
please e-mail them separately and mark files distinctly.

Exhibit and Presentation Formats
A representative for each award-winning entry must be prepared to attend the 58" PSAE Annual

Convention and 6™ International Agriculture Exhibition on 21-25 April 2008 at the College of
Engineering and Agro-Industrial Technology (CEAT), UP Los Bafios, College, Laguna.



Poster Exhibit: Awardees will exhibit posters of their device/system at 58" PSAE Annual
National Convention and 6™ International Agriculture Exhibition on 21-25 April 2008. This will
allow for interaction with the conference attendees and provides maximum exposure for the
award-winning entry. Posters should be 3’ x 4’ and mounted on heavy poster board.

Presentation Session: The Top 3 Awardees will be required to present their design product
during a session dedicated to the contest. The awardees should prepare a 10 to 20 minute

PowerPoint presentation about the design entry.
